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Course Description: Course is two out-and back loops.
In the southeastbound direction out to the turnaround
both times runners turn right onto Chalet Dr and run
around the large parking lot island. In the northbound
direction both times runners remain on Valley Parkway
and do not turn onto Chalet Dr. Runners are restricted 5
to the right side of the yellow center line running with

traffic at all times on Albion, Chalet Dr, and Valley 8
Parkway. Paths are full width. Left turns are made from
end of double yellow centerline. Runners run from the
path making a sharp left onto the Bonnie Dr/ Albion
eastbound lane at start of second loop.
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All mile marks are approximate due to lack of permanent marks and no course
marking is permitted in the Mill Stream Run Cleveland Metro Park. See page 2 for
approximate mile marks. All marks are given relative to the running direction.

Start: On Bonnie Park Dr. (Albion Dr.) 32 feet 5 inches east of utility pole 68361 and

25 feet 7 inches west of the storm drain in the grass on the right (south) side of the

road. Start line is east of both the main parking lot and the overflow small parking lot.

Turnaround (both out-and back loops): On Valley Parkway before (north of) parking

lot at Valley parkway and Royalton Road (Rt 82) at center double yellow line, 7 feet I\
6“ (north of) “State Law Pass Bikes 3 feet Min” sign on the east side of the road and 59 E
feet 2 inches before (north of) Handicap Parking sign on west side of parking lot.

Finish: On Bonnie Park connector path between Bonnie Park Loop Trail and the path

to the restroom building, 35 feet 2 inches east of the trash can post and 58 feet 6

inches west of the trail signpost on the south side of the path and 52 feet 3 inches east

of the water pipe post on north side of path. (N41 20 1 W 81 49 59)
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All marks give relative to the running direction. All mile marks are approximate due to lack of
permanent marks and no course marking is permitted in the Mill Stream Run Reservation
Cleveland Metro Park.

Start: On Bonnie Park Dr. (Albion Rd) 32 feet 5 inches east of utility pole 68361 and 25 feet 7
inches west of the storm drain in the grass on the right (south) side of the road. Startline is east
of both the main parking lot and the overflow small parking lot. (N41 19 56, W81 49 55)

Mile 1: On Valley Parkway 29 feet 5 inches after the last concrete bar strip on the right side of
the road. (

Mile 2: On Valley Parkway 34 feet before (north of) the “Pass Bikes 3 Feet Minimum” sign on
the right. (N41 19 25, W81 48 36)

Mile 3: On Valley Parkway before (north of) the maintenance area driveway on the right, on the
curve at the concrete divider strips on the left, 44 feet 6 inches before the12th white post on the
left counting in the running direction from the northwestern end of the dividers. (N41 19 4, W81
48 3)

Turnaround (both out-and back loops): On Valley Parkway before (north of) parking lot at
Valley Parkway and Royalton Road (Rt 82) at center double yellow line, 7 feet 6 inches (north
of) "State Law Pass Bikes 3 feet Min" sign on the east side of the road and 59 feet 2 inches
before (north of) Handicap Parking sign on west side of parking lot. (N41 18 52, W81 47 47)
Mile 4: On Valley Parkway, at the trailing edge of the 10th concrete barrier on the right counting
from northwest to southeast. (N41 19 8, W81 48 16)

Mile 5: On Valley Parkway at the leading edge on the Mill Stream Run Resevation sign on the
left. (N41 19 28, W81 48 58)

Mile 6: On Valley Parkway at the curve before (south of) Albion Rd. (N41 19 49, W81 49 48)
Mile 7: On Valley Parkway 88 feet before (north of) the horse sign on the right and 10 feet 4
inches before (north of) the 30 MPH sign on the right. The horse sign is across from the Bridle
Trail sign on the left by the bicycle trail.

Mile 9: On Valley Parkway, 33 feet 8 inches before the manhole in the grass that is just before
the Strongsville Wildlife Area driveway.

Turnaround (second time): Same as first ime shown above.

Mile 10: On Valley Parkway, 113 feet 4 inches after the turnaround and 71 feet before (south
of) the “Bicycle 3 Foot Minimum” sign on right. (N41 18 53, W 81 47 47)

Mile 11: On Valley Parkway after the Strongsville Wildlife Area, in line with the park bench on
the All Purpose Trail (APT). Bench is at the widest part of the grass area between the APT and
Valley Parkway. (N41 19 12, W81 48 26)

Mile 12: On Valley Parkway, 57 feet before the bench on the path on the right. Bench is just
before the sycamore tree with the double trunk. (N41 19 44, W81 49 7)

Mile 13: On Bonnie Park Loop trail 109 feet after the turn from the Lake to Lake Trail and 47
feet after black drain pipe under path or the left.

Finish: On Bonnie Park connector path between Bonnie Park Loop Trail and the path too the
restroom building at the crack in the asphalt that is 35 feet 2 inches east of the trash can post
and 58 feet 6 inches west of the trail signpost on the south side of the path and 52 feet 3 inches
east of the water pipe post on the north side of the path. (N41 20 1, W81 49 59)
